The world in its intricacies, mystery, beauty, and diversity can only be created by the master design of God who 
makes all things speaking it into being.

 In this text, the God of the creation breaks into humanity with a son called, ñEmmanuel.ò  The meaning    
of the word is ñGod with us.ò  Think about it, the creator of the universe is coming to humanity in Jesus Christ so 
that God can be with us! 
 
 Have you ever been excited to meet or to be a part of someone who is well known?  I used to be a pastry 
chef in a restaurant that was owned by the manager of the rock star, Prince.  One day Prince came to the restaurant 
for dinner, and the entire staff bent over backwards to make sure every need was fulfilled.  Wow, Prince, came to 
my workplace, and I got to make him desert. 
 
 In the same way, Jesus coming to earth as the Emmanuel is a big deal because God is making the effort to 
connect with humanity.  Rather than reigning as king on a throne, Jesus became the sacrificial lamb so that        
humanity can redeemed through faith in Jesus Christ.  He wants to reign in our hearts! 
 
 The Christmas story can so quickly become lost in babies in mangerôs, snow and donkeys, but the truth is, 
and ultimately all we need to know is, Emmanuel ï God with us. 
 
 When life does a number on you, and you feel exhausted then you need to know, God can be with you. 
When you are tired and fed up, at the end and so desperate for some joy or peace in your life, you need to know 
that God can be with you.  Not in some snow-covered Christmas card way, but a real way, a profound way that 
will keep you when your heart and mind falters. Jesus, God with us, is to me the most amazing and staggering 
thing. 
 
 This Advent season let us celebrate the gift of God with us, Emmanuel.
